In addition, MOREnet has been selected for a leadership role in the development of the 

Internet2 K20 Initiative that takes advantage of Internet2's expanded access. The mission 

of the I2 K20 Initiative is to enable the development and use of Internet applications, 

tools and content to enhance teaching and learning and in other ways further the mission 

of elementary, secondary and postsecondary education in the United States. Follow 

MOREnet's involvement with Internet2 and the I2 K20 Initiative.  

Internet2 is a consortium established in 1997 among the nation's top research universities, 

in partnership with industry and government, to develop and deploy advanced network 

applications and technologies, accelerating the creation of tomorrow's Internet.

Progress 

At MOREnet we are continuously evolving our services, thus we feel it is important to address 

the two major concerns highlighted during the regional meetings in September: 

Bandwidth 

On August 10th, MOREnet completed the upgrade of the networkôs connections to the Internet 

from OC-12 to OC-48 connections. The new service, delivered by AT&T and Qwest, will 

provide a new capacity of 3260 Mbps. This upgrade provides sufficient redundant capacity to 

handle all member Internet traffic even if one of the Internet connections experiences an outage.  

The upgrade will benefit all MOREnet members: 518 K-12 school districts, 67 higher education 

institutions and 253 public libraries statewide. 

 

Security 

MORENetôs E-Mail Virus and Spam Filtering Service is now rejecting 93% of all mail as 

confirmed spam.  

MOREnet has offered the EVSF service for about 2 years, rejecting about 83% of all mail as 

confirmed spam. With the onset of even more spam out there, we recently implemented an 

additional layer of spam identification to boost the percentage of spam to 93%!  
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If your organization has not implemented an anti-spam solution, or you are looking for an 

additional layer of low-cost anti-spam protection for your network, the EVSF service could be 

for you. MOREnet is committed to providing quality, low-cost solutions for our members and 

this one just got even better! If you are already an EVSF subscriber, thanks and we hope you are 

enjoying this new enhancement. Since we do enjoy hearing what our members have to say, 

please feel free to contact us to let us know how the service is helping you.
